FUNDING AGREEMENT
BETWEEN

THE BUSINESS ALLIANCE FOR SECURE COMMERCE (BASC)

AND
THE UNITED NATIONS OFFICE ON DRUGS AND CRIME

Whereas, BASC (hereinafter referred to as the Donor), is prepared to support the
project entitled “UNODC/WCO Global Container Control Programme — GLO/G80”
(hereinafter referred to as the Project);

Whereas the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (hereinafter referred to as
UNODC), is prepared to accept responsibility for ensuring implementation of the

Project).

Now, therefore, the Donor and UNODC agree as follows:

This Agreement sets forth the terms and conditions under which the Donor
will provide funds to UNODC in support of the Project and under which
the Project activities will be carried out.

The Donor shall contribute in USD donations to fund the costs of the
Project implementation in Latin America and the Caribbean, described in
the Project Document attached hereto.

The Donor shall not contribute donations which have its origin in one of
the following sectors:

- Production of landmines

- Pornography/prostitution

- Production of illegal drugs and narcotics

- Companies tolerating forced labour or child labour

- Companies violating UN sanctions )

The aforesaid funds will be accounted for by UNODC on a cash basis and
shall be administered under financial regulations and rules of the United
Nations. '

The Project activities shall be carried out in accordance with the applicable
UNODC regulations, rules and directives and shall commence on the day
of the signature of this Agreement and continue as long as funds are
available.

The Donor’s contribution will contribute to the cost of the Project
implementation in Latin America and the Caribbean, including thirteen
percent (13%) Project Support Costs.

The Project will be implemented according to the plans of operation
specified in the attached Project Document.
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7. The donations shall be transferred every six months into the following

8. The Project shall submit bi-annual progress reports to the Donor. The first
progress report shall be submitted 6 months after the first Contribution has
been received by UNODC. The Project shall also submit to the Donor an
Annual Progress Report of project operations in accordance with UNODC
monitoring and evaluation procedures and a Final Project Report, no later
than 6 months after the Project has been completed. The Project agrees to
keep the Donor informed of key issues, problems and progress in the
Project as appropriate.

9. UNODC shall provide the donor with the following statements and reports
prepared in accordance with the United Nations accounting and reporting
procedures:

a) Annual financial statement showing income, expenditures, assets and
liabilities as of 31 December each year with respect to the funds provided
by the donor. All financial accounts and statements shall be expressed in
United States Dollars.

10.  The Contribution shall be subject exclusively to the internal and external
auditing procedures provided for in UNODC Financial Regulation and
Rules. '

11.  This Agreement may be amended by mutual agreement of the parties in
writing.

12. This Agreement may be terminated by either party with 90 days written
notice to the other party. Notwithstanding the termination of this
Agreement, UNODC will continue to hold any unutilized contribution
until all commitments and liabilities have been satisfied and Project
activities brought to a satisfactory conclusion.

13.  Any interest accrued from temporary credit balances of the project funds

and/or funds remaining after the completion of the Project may be utilized
by UNODC in a manner agreed to between UNODC and the Donor.
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
